Dar reaches Beijing for high-level talks amid regional tensions
Deputy Prime Minister and Foreign Minister Ishaq Dar has arrived in Beijing on a three-day
official visit to discuss the regional situation in the light of recent standoff between Pakistan
and India.

The deputy prime minister’s special aircraft landed in the Chinese capital, where senior
government officials welcomed him and his delegation at the airport.

This visit also marks the first high-level contact between Pakistan and China following the
ceasefire between Pakistan and India.

Ishaq Dar is visiting China at the invitation of the Chinese government.

During his stay in Beijing, Dar will hold an important meeting with his Chinese counterpart,
Wang Yi.

Discussions are expected to cover a range of bilateral and regional issues and the multifaceted
Pakistan-China relationship.

Special Representative for Afghanistan, Mohammad Sadiq, is also part of the Pakistani
delegation accompanying the Deputy Prime Minister.

The meeting between the foreign ministers of Pakistan and China will include a
comprehensive review of bilateral relations between the two countries.

The visit comes at a time of heightened diplomatic engagement between Pakistan and China

in the wake of ongoing tensions with India following Pahalgam incident.

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs, in a statement issued earlier, noted that the visit is part of

ongoing high-level exchanges and reflects the continued strength of the All-Weather

Strategic Cooperative Partnership between the two brotherly countries.

Dar to visit China today amid efforts to sustain Pakistan-India ceasefire
FO says two sides will review entire spectrum of bilateral ties, exchange views on regional
developments.

Deputy Prime Minister and Foreign Minister Ishaq Dar is set to embark on an official visit to
China today (Monday) against the backdrop of the evolving regional dynamics in South Asia
following recent military clashes between Pakistan and India.

According to a statement issued by the Foreign Office on Sunday, the deputy premier would
undertake a three-day visit to Beijing from May 19 to May 21 on the invitation of the Chinse
Foreign Minister Wang Yi.

“During the visit, Dar will hold in-depth discussions with Wang Yi on the evolving regional
situation in South Asia and its implications for peace and stability,” an FO spokesperson said.

The two sides will also review the entire spectrum of Pakistan-China bilateral relations and
exchange views on regional and global developments of mutual interest.

“The visit forms part of the ongoing high-level exchanges between Pakistan and China. It
also underscores the two countries’ shared commitment to further strengthen the all-weather
strategic cooperative partnership,” it was further added.

Meanwhile, Afghanistan’s Acting Foreign Minister Amir Khan Muttaqi is set to arrive in
China on May 20 to join the trilateral meeting. During the recent escalation with India, China
voiced its support for Pakistan with Chinese ambassador reaffirming the “enduring and time-
tested friendship between China and Pakistan”, describing the relationship as one of “ironclad
brothers” who have always supported each other in challenging times. Pakistan armed forces
launched a large-scale retaliatory military action, named "Operation Bunyan-um-Marsoos",
and targeted several Indian military targets across multiple regions. The strikes, described by
officials as "precise and proportionate", were carried out in response to India's continued
aggression across the Line of Control (LoC) and within Pakistan's territory, which New Delhi
claimed were aimed at "terrorist targets". Pakistan downed six Indian fighter jets, including
three Rafale, and dozens of drones. After at least 87 hours, the war, provoked by India, ended
on May 10 with a ceasefire agreement brokered by the United States. According to ISPR, a
total of 53 individuals, including 13 personnel of the armed forces and 40 civilians, were
martyred in Indian strikes during the recent military confrontation. The military confrontation
between the two countries was triggered by last month’s attack in Indian Illegally Occupied
Jammu and Kashmir (IIOJK) that left 26 tourists dead, with India blaming Pakistan for the
attack without offering any evidence.

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Chinese weapons gave Pakistan a new edge against India: report
India’s four-day military showdown with Pakistan set several new precedents. For military
officials from outside the region, the most intriguing one was Pakistan’s use of advanced
Chinese fighter jets and missiles in aerial combat with Western-made counterparts, according
to The Economist.

What’s more, Pakistan claims that its Chinese J-10C fighters and their PL-15 air-to-air
missiles prevailed. It says they shot down five of India’s fighters, including three French
Rafales and two older Russian ones, on May 7th. And the dogfight of more than an hour
involving 114 aircraft was conducted entirely beyond visual range, according to Pakistan’s
air force.

India has neither confirmed nor denied that, saying only that all its pilots are safe while
claiming to have destroyed some “high-tech” Pakistani warplanes (which Pakistan denies,
reporting only minor damage to one). Still, independent reports suggest that some Indian jets
crashed, including at least one Rafale. Pakistan’s use of Chinese arms is no surprise. China
has provided them for decades and is now its biggest supplier. But China’s modern fighters
were previously untested in combat and thought inferior to Western equivalents. This would
be the first combat loss of a Rafale.

China’s government has said only that it is unfamiliar with the issue. But China Space News,
one of its state-run defence industry publications, reported on May 12th that Pakistan had
used a new system in which air defences locked on to targets. Fighters would then fire
missiles at them from afar, guided towards them by other aircraft. It did not say Chinese
hardware was used but Pakistan also has Chinese air-defence equipment (which India says it
jammed) and airborne radar aircraft. The claims have grave implications for India. It has
modernised its forces in the past decade by buying 62 Rafales and is considering buying more.
Pakistan, meanwhile, has added 150 JF-17 fighters, most jointly made with China, since 2007
and has bought 20 J-10Cs since 2022.

America and its allies have cause for alarm too. China does not use the smaller, older JF-17
but it operates J-10Cs, including around Taiwan, so they could feature in a war with America
over the self-governed island. And though China has sold them only to Pakistan, others may
now show interest (shares in the J-10C’s manufacturer have surged). Even if Pakistan’s claim
is confirmed, that would not prove the J-10C’s superiority over the Rafale or other Western
aircraft, many of which can perform a wider variety of missions. Still, military officials
around the world are scrambling for more details and, in some cases, preparing to update war
plans.

Sindh to set up mini truck assembly plant in Karachi with China support
KARACHI – The Sindh government would establish a mini truck assembly line in Karachi
with the Chinese firms’ support, a major step enhancing Pakistan-China industrial
cooperation, Senior Sindh Minister Sharjeel Inam Memon confirmed.

The Chinese companies agreed to invest in setting up the assembly plant in the provincial
capital.

Minister Sharjeel Inam Memon said that the initiative aims to support local businesses and
individuals by offering innovative transport solutions. He also revealed that electric vehicle
charging stations will soon be introduced across the province to promote clean energy
mobility.

The announcement coincided with the launch ceremony of the Super Mini Truck in Bozhou,
China.

Speaking at the event, Minister Sharjeel Inam Memon described the project as a
groundbreaking example of bilateral industrial collaboration that promises new prospects for
economic development in both nations.

Developed in partnership with Chinese automotive giant Chery Holding and Pedi Technology
Company Limited, the Super Mini Truck is designed to address logistical challenges in both
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urban and rural settings. The vehicle is promoted as an affordable, sustainable, and practical
option for light commercial use in Pakistan.

Highlighting the vehicle’s versatility, Memon said the Super Mini Truck features intelligent
design, modern engineering, and eco-friendly adaptability. He emphasized that its production
in Karachi will promote industrial growth, generate employment, and encourage the local
manufacturing of auto parts.

“The launch of this assembly line is a crucial step towards making Karachi a regional hub for
automotive production,” Memon stated. He added that the Sindh government is committed to
facilitating the project through regulatory support, infrastructure development, and workforce
training.

One of the vehicle’s key features, Memon noted, is its capability to be converted into a Super
Mini Car, making it a multipurpose transport solution for varying market needs.

The launch event was attended by Sindh ministers Sharjeel Inam Memon and Syed Nasir
Hussain Shah, along with Budget Petroleum Investment Holdings Group CEO Zahid Bashir,
Chery Holding Chairman Yin Tongyue and other dignitaries.

China says it backs Pakistan in defending `sovereignty`
BEIJING: China has expressed its commitment to support Pakistan in defending `national
sovereignty and territorial integrity`, after a US-led intervention facilitated ceasefire between
India and Pakistan.

Chinese Foreign Minister Wang Yi said China welcomed the two neighbours `handling
differences through dialogue` as he met Deputy Prime Minister and Foreign Minister Ishaq
Dar here on Tuesday.

Mr Wang called Pakistan an `ironclad friend` and vowed to deepen the `all-weather strategic
cooperative partnership` between the two countries, a readout from China`s foreign ministry
said.

Likewise, Mr Dar appreciated China for firmly supporting Pakistan`s sovereignty and
territorial integrity.

The Foreign Office said Mr Dar met his Chinese counterpart for in-depth discussions during
his visit to discuss regional stability.

`Both sides exchanged views on evolving situation in South Asia,future trajectory of
PakistanChina friendship and CPEC (China Pakistan Economic Corridor) 2.0.

`Hailing all-weather strategic cooperative partnership and ironclad friendship between
Pakistan and China, both leaders expressed satisfaction at the commonality of views on all
issues of mutual interest and expressed their firm resolve to continue bilateral cooperation for
regional peace, development and stability,` the FO said.

Linkages between parties Earlier, Mr Dar met Minister of International Department of the
Communist Party of China (CPC) Liu Jianchao.

The FO said both leaders agreed to deepen linkages between the political parties of Pakistan
and the CPC. Mr Liu reiterated that as `all-weather strategic cooperative partner` and
`ironclad friend`, China would continue to prioritise its relations with Pakistan.

Mr Dar emphasised the country`s inherent right and capability to safeguard its territorial
sovereignty and the security of its people. He also drew attention to India`s unilateral
suspension ofthe Indus Waters Treaty, urging the international community to take serious
note of what he described as an illegal and provocative move.

The foreign minister reiterated that a just resolution of the Jammu and Kashmir dispute, in
accordance with relevant UN Security Council resolutions, is indispensable for lasting peace
in South Asia.

Mr Dar also expressed appreciation for the IDCPCs role in deepening ties between the
Communist Party of China and Pakistan`s political parties, noting its significance in further
strengthening bilateral understanding.
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With Pakistan and China set to celebrate the 74th anniversary of diplomatic relations on May
21, both sides reaffirmed their commitment to preserving the ironclad friendship and ensuring
its transmission to future generations.

During the meeting, both leaders agreed to deepen linkages between the political parties of
Pakistan and CPC.

The deputy prime minister appreciated China`s firm support to Pakistan`s sovereignty and
territorial integrity, and issues of its core interest.

Dar arrived in Beijing yesterday on a three day official visit on the invitation of his Chinese
counterpart amid regional tensions, state-owned Radio Pakistan reported.

The visit comes as tensions remain high in the region following the ceasefire between
Pakistan and India after a tense military standoff over the Pahalgam attack in occupied
Kashmir, which India blame d on Pakistan without evidence.

On May 6-7, Indian air strikes in Punjab and Azad Kashmir killed civilians, prompting
Islamabad to shoot down five Indian jets. After drone interceptions and airbase strikes, US
intervention on May 10 led to a ceasefire. India has maintained its aggressive stance, while
Pakistan has warned against further escalation and offered dialogue.

Afghanistan`s interim Foreign Minister Amir Khan Muttaqi is also expected to be in Beijing
and participate in the talks to discuss regional peace and security.

Prior to his departure, Dar told the media that China was a major trading partner of Pakistan
and that both countries enjoyed an iron-clad close relationship, Associated Press of Pakistan
reported.

He said that his meetings with the Chinese leadership would mark discussions on political,
local, regional and global issues, besides the recent tensions between Pakistan and India.

Pakistan’s sesame exports to China reach new heights in Jan-April 2025
Pakistan’s sesame seed exports to China have soared to unprecedented levels, reaching nearly
$49 million between January and April 2025.

This surge marks a significant milestone in the deepening agricultural trade relationship
between the two countries, according to a report carried by China Economic Net (CEN) on
Wednesday.

The report says, Pakistan’s Ambassador to China, Khalil Hashmi, credited the impressive
growth to both domestic innovation and China’s rising demand for high-quality imports.

He praised the contributions of local research institutions – such as the Ayub Agricultural
Research Institute (AARI) and its Oilseeds Research Institute (ORI) team – for their pivotal
role in driving productivity through improved seed varieties and advanced farming
techniques.

“While supply-side developments such as improved seed varieties and research-led farming
techniques have played a vital role, it is China’s growing consumer demand, preference for
high-quality imports, and competitive pricing that are driving this record-setting trend,” he
said. Pakistan’s rise in China’s sesame import market has been dramatic. In 2019, it ranked as
the 14th largest supplier with just $4.6 million in exports.

By 2024, it had climbed to third place by value at $226.53 million, and second by volume,
with 177,640 tons of sesame seeds exported to China. From January to April 2025 alone,
exports hit 38,828 tons, valued at $48.58 million, representing a 337% year-on-year increase.

Gopal Khamuani, Chairman of Pakistan Sesame Exporters Association, emphasized
Pakistan’s competitive advantage, citing an average export price of $1,300 per ton, as well as
fast transit times of 15-20 days via sea and land. Orders can be processed and shipped within
5-10 days, offering Chinese importers the flexibility to respond swiftly to market demands.

Looking ahead, Ambassador Hashmi outlined a strategic roadmap to further deepen trade ties:
enhancing seed quality, investing in value-added processing, expanding e-commerce
presence, and strengthening joint ventures. “Our goal must be to move beyond raw exports
and tap into China’s booming sesame-based product market, valued between $4.7 and $9.5
billion annually,” he said.

He also underscored the Embassy’s key initiatives such as the September 2024 sesame trade
promotion event, which secured $28 million in deals, and the registration of 177 Pakistani
sesame companies in China. Concluding his remarks, Hashmi stated, “Our sesame trade with
China is more than an export story – it’s a blueprint for shared prosperity, ” the report added.

ISLAMABAD: Pakistan and Afghanistan on Wednesday agreed in principle to upgrade
their diplomatic relations by exchanging ambassadors — a key step towards normalising ties
after years of strained relations between Islamabad and the Taliban administration in Kabul.

The understanding was reached during an informal trilateral meeting of foreign ministers
from Pakistan, China, and Afghanistan in Beijing. The talks were part of Beijing’s broader
effort to ease regional tensions and advance connectivity through its Belt and Road Initiative.

“Afghanistan and Pakistan expressed clear willingness to elevate diplomatic relations and
agreed in principle to exchange ambassadors as soon as possible,” Chinese Foreign Minister
Wang Yi said in a statement released by China’s foreign ministry.

“China welcomes this and will continue to provide assistance for the improvement of
Afghanistan-Pakistan relations,” Yi said.

China, Pakistan agree on CPEC extension to Kabul

Also, Pakistan and China noted that there was an agreement on the extension of the China-
Pakistan Economic Corridor (CPEC) to Afghanistan.

Although no country has formally recognised the Taliban regime since its return to power in
2021, several including China, the United Arab Emirates, and Russia maintain ambassadors
in Kabul. China and the UAE also host Taliban-appointed ambassadors, while Russia last
month agreed to accept a Taliban ambassador in Moscow.

Pakistan and Afghanistan currently only have chargés d’affaires posted to each other’s
capitals.

Wednesday’s meeting followed a thaw in Pakistan-Afghanistan ties, which have been marred
by deep mistrust, cross-border attacks, and sharp disagreements over the presence of the
banned Tehrik-i-Taliban Pakistan (TTP) militants operating from Afghan territory. Islamabad
has long accused Kabul of harboring TTP fighters, who were blamed for a 70pc increase in
attacks inside Pakistan in 2024.

Recent diplomatic efforts have aimed to turn the tide. In March 2025, Special Envoy for
Afghanistan Mohammad Sadiq visited Kabul for the first time in over a year. His mission
was followed by a high-level visit by Deputy Prime Minister and Foreign Minister Ishaq Dar
on April 19, where both sides pledged to prevent their territories from being used for terrorist
activities and agreed on trade facilitation measures.

The trilateral meeting in Beijing further built on this momentum. China, which has strategic
interests in regional stability and economic integration, hosted the gathering to help resume
the China-Afghanistan-Pakistan trilateral dialogue, which had been paused since 2023.

The key outcomes from the Beijing meeting. besides the agreement on the appointment of
ambassadors in each other’s capitals, included commitments to enhance cooperation in
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security and counter-terrorism, including joint action against militant groups and external
interference; support for extending the China-Pakistan Economic Corridor (CPEC) into
Afghanistan; and an understanding to formally resume the trilateral process by convening the
sixth China-Afghanistan-Pakistan Foreign Ministers’ Dialogue in Kabul.

“Deputy Prime Minister/Foreign Minister reaffirmed Pakistan’s commitment to promoting
close, cooperative ties with Afghanistan, especially in trade, transit, health, and connectivity,”
Pakistan’s Foreign Office said in a statement following the meeting.

China emphasised that all sides must “safeguard their sovereignty, security and national
dignity” and reiterated its support for regional partners pursuing development paths “suited to
their national conditions.”

With Wednesday’s developments, Pakistan and China appear to be betting that deeper
engagement and economic incentives can draw Kabul closer and temper instability in the
region.

CPEC extension

Wang Yi noted Chinese and Pakistani support for Afghanistan’s reconstruction and
development, and readiness to expand trade exchanges with Afghanistan. He further said that
there was an agreement on “the extension of the China-Pakistan Economic Corridor to
Afghanistan.”

The same was echoed by FO, which said, “China and Pakistan reiterated their support for
extending the China-Pakistan Economic Corridor (CPEC) to Afghanistan under the broader
framework of the Belt and Road Initiative (BRI) cooperation.”

All three sides appeared cautiously optimistic about the progress toward normalised ties
between Islamabad and Kabul.

“The process of normalisation will not be quick,” commented a diplomat not authorised to
speak publicly, “but the fact that Islamabad and Kabul are talking again at this level and
agreeing in principle on ambassadors is a significant development.”

For Beijing, which has maintained an ambassador in Kabul and recognised a Taliban-
appointed envoy last year, the meeting reflects a strategy of “mini-multilateralism”, which is
a targeted diplomatic format aimed at tackling specific regional challenges.

The meeting’s significance is heightened by India’s recent diplomatic overtures to the
Taliban, including a call last week between Indian External Affairs Minister S. Jaishankar
and Amir Khan Muttaqi. This comes amid growing Taliban frustration with Pakistan over
refugee deportations and border closures.
