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The Golden Age of Muslims
ISLS- 6306 1 Semester

Course Description

This course is designed to have a profound look into the splendid era of golden academic and scientific uplift of
Muslim civilization, focusing on the primary Abbasid period where caiiphs established “Bait al-Hikmah” or house of
wisdom in the city of Baghdad in second half of 8" century. It later on became an epicenter of learning and the hub
of what is known as the “Golden Age of Muslims”, throughout the history of Muslim civilization.

However, this term was born out of the intense nostalgia that developed after the tenth century in the Islamic world
that idealized this period as one characterized by the greatest flowering of religious, philosophical, and scientific
knowledge the world had seen to date. That is the reason the era, from the 7" to 13" centuries CE, is labelled as the

Golden Age of Islam.

Academics staying in Baghdad during the time of Abbasid Caliphate made a laborious contribution to the cultivation
of Greek and extant sciences like philosophy, astronomy, medicine, and many other natural and social disciplines.
Through a vigorous translation movement, on the one hand, preservation of knowledge came into surface and on
the other hand, scholars contributed novel insights in their fields and eventually passed their discoveries along to
Europe.

Some reflections will be rendered showing historical memory to produce this notion of a golden age and safeguard
its durable bequest.
