sentence transformation, text analysis, and guided composition, learers will strengthen their command of
grammar while fostering creativity and clarity in'communication.

Focus is placed on interpreting both explicit content and underlving meanings,
identifying central themes, and discerning the author’s stylistic and rhetorical choices.

reading practice, learners will cultivate higher-order skills such as inference. summarization. comparison of
perspectives, and critical evaluation.

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Course Description: skl Chaa g
This course introduces students to the fundamental principles and technigues of Arabic rhetoric (ilm al-
balaghah). emphasizing eloquence. stylistic clegance. and persuasive communication in both written and
spoken Arabic. It covers the classical branches of rhetoric: ma ani (semantics), havan (clarity and Imagery),

and badi* (cmbellishment), cnabling students to critically analyze the linguistic and aesthetic elements that
cnhance the power and cffectivencss of Arabic cxpression,

Through the study of selected texts from classical fiterature, modern specches, media, and religious
discourse, students will identify key rhetorical devices such as metaphors, similes, paratlelism. and contrast,
They will examine how structural and lexical choices influence meaning and impact. Guided analysis and

practical cxercises will equip students with the skills to apply thetorical strategies effectively in their own
writing and oral presentations.

Additionally. the course aims to develop students’ linguistic proficiency by fostering critical thinking.
precise articulation, and creative expression. This foundation will prepare students for advanced academic

work and profcssional carcers requiring high-level communication skills. including teaching. media. pubhe
speaking, and authorship.
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
