language proficiency. Arabic grammar, as the backbone of the language, is crucial for developing linguistic accuracy,
enhancing creative expression, and building confidence in both written and spoken Arabic, Mastery of these

fundamentals is particularly valuable for students preparing for competitive examinations and professional
interviews where Arabic language skills are essential.

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Course Description: oA (i

This coursc is designed to develop students’ oral proficiency in Arabic. enabling them to communicate
confidently and effectively in diverse real-life contexis. Emphasis is placed on enhancing fluency, clanty,
and appropriateness in spoken Arabic across both social and academic situations. Students will engage in

activities focused on active listening, appropriate responses. asking and answering questions. expressing
ideas and opinions, and understanding cultural nuances in communication.

The course incorporates a range of communicative strategics. including role-playing, pair and group
discussions, the use of situational dialogues. and interactive speaking exercises. Attention will also be given
to vocabulary enrichment, accurate pronunciation, proper intonation. and nonverbal communication. By the

end of the course, students are expected to demonstrate mproved conversational competence and increased
confidence in spoken Arabic.

In addition to improving reading fluency, the course secks to expand students”™ vocabulary, reinforee their
understanding of sentence structure, and strengthen grammatical awareness. Through guided analysis and

and deeper contextual nuances.

The course further aims 10 foster an appreciation for reading and cquip students with effective reading
strategies essential for academic success and for engaging with Arabic texts in official and professional
settings, both nationally and internationally.
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ARAB-5204 Tajwid & Quran J(3+0)
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Course Description: 1ohdl s
The primary aim of this course is 10 enable students to recite the Noble Qur'an corrcetly, Muently, and
melodiously by mastering the principles of Tajwid. Students will be trained in the precise articulation points
(makharij) and characteristics (sift) of Arabic letters 1o ensure accurate pronunciation. Core Tajwid rules—
including idgham, iqlab. ith-har, ikhfa'. qalgalah, and mudid (clongations)-— as well as correct application
of waql (pausing) will be covered to preserve both the wording and meaning of the Revelation, Special

attention will be given o (absin al-sawt (beautification of voice). fostering a confident, rhythmic, and
spiritually engaging recitation.

A sccondary objective is to cultivate a deeper conncction with the Qur in by strengthening listening
comprehension through exposure to renowned reciters, expanding Qur anic vacabulary, and enhancing
understanding of commonly occurring expressions. The course also includes cuided memorization of
selected siirahs and passages. reinforcing relention and application of Tajwid rules. By the end of the course.
students will be equipped to recite proficiently in both personal and communal seltings, with the ability 1o
apply Tajwid independently and appreciate the linguistic and spiritual depth of the Qur’anic texi.
