The subject provides a sufficient introduction to modern Arabic literature of the 19th and 20th centuries.
It will also be of interest to a more general readership interested in the contemporary Middle East or in
comparative and modern literature. The subject attempts to situate the development of modern Arabic
literature in the context of the medieval Arabic literary tradition as well as the new literary forms derived
from the West, exploring the interaction between social, political and cultural change in the Middle East
and the development of a modern Arabic literary tradition. Poetry, prose writing and the theatre are
discussed in separate chapters. The subject overall aims to give a balanced account of the Contemporary
Arabic Literary, reflecting the different pace of literary development in diverse parts of the Arab world.
It would be helpful for the students of Arabic Language and Literature to improve his ability in Modern
trends of the Literature.
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ARAB-7108 Advanced Arabic Rhetoric
3(3+0)

This subject aims to investigate the three major disciplines of Arabic Rhetoric: Word Order (‘Ilm al-
Ma‘ani), which is concerned with semantic syntax; Figures of Speech (‘Ilm al-Bayan), which discusses
allegorical and non-allegorical significations, linguistic allusion and linguistic signalling; and
Embellishments (‘Ilm al-Badi), which shows the language user how to bestow decorative lexical and
semantic features upon his or her speech.

The main aim of this course is the study of the Arabic Press which includes the meaning and importance
of the Arabic Press in the present era along with the important features of the press, role of Arabic
Press , terms used in the Arabic press, the modern invaded terms in the Arabic Press, Arabic channels

international Arab world & also can play a pivotal role to inculcate creativity in the said subject and
they can prove their grip in it after getting expertise in the Arabic Press which is also integral part of
their competitive examinations and interviews in future and to acquire prominent positions at national
and international level.
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ARAB-7112 Arabic Dictation 3(3+0)

The Arabic language has many features such as the phonology and the syntax that make it an easy
language for developing automatic speech recognition systems. Many standard techniques for acoustic
and language modeling can be easily applied to Arabic. Some aspects of the Arabic language such as
the nearly one-to-one letter-to-phone correspondence make the construction of the pronunciation
lexicon even easier than in other languages. The most difficult challenges in developing speech
recognition systems for Arabic are the dominance of non-diacritized text material, the several dialects,
and the morphological complexity. In this course, the efforts that have been done to handle the
challenges of the Arabic language for developing automatic speech recognition systems. This includes
methods for automatic generation for the diacritics of the Arabic text and word pronunciation
disambiguation. It includes the review to use approaches for handling the limited speech and text
resources of the different Arabic dialects. Furthermore, the approaches used to deal with the high degree
of affixation, derivation that contributes to the explosion of different word forms in Arabic which will
assist the scholars to strengthen their grip and expertise in the Arabic Language.

ARAB-5105 Applied Grammar -111 3(3-
0)

Study of the Arabian World and its Culture will be a brief focus
of the Arabian area study and its cultural values which will help the students to be well aware
about this unique Arab world. It will give them a great opportunity to learn about it thoroughly
and plan for their future positively as they will be very well aware about the Arabian world.
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ARAB-6112
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Arabic Composition-I1 3(3-0)

The main aim of this course is how to write correct, flawless and comprehensive Arabic by
guiding them how to write an application in Arabic along with present style of writing official
and non-official letters. They will also be guided to write on different topics and stories. The
secondary objective of the course is to enable my students to develop understanding of the
Arabic language positively in the form of stories, letters and applications plus to add their
vocabulary which will be helpful for them to make short sentences by them to seek the creative
writing. It will also guide them how to improve the writing skills. It will also be helpful in the
official documentations at national and international level.
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Classical Prose 3(3-0)
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The main aim of this course is the study of the classical prose; in which a glance over the
features of the prose at the time of ignorance to the Abbasid era will be described along with
samples from the prose of eminent writers will be explained. Classical prose is an integral part
of the Arabic literature. It is helpful for them to improve the Arabic language and to equip the
students with the cultural values of the Arab world and its history at the ancient time and also
can be helpful to improve the language skills of the students and enrich their language with its
seeds.
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ARAB-6116 Modern Prose 3(3-0)

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ARAB-6122 Arabic Literature in the Sub-continent 3(3-0)
